NUS CONFERENCE

FROM almost 40 motions to
be presented at the National

Union of Students’ Easter
Conference, a motion on
Northern Ireland should

receive priority consideration,
it was decided at a General
Meeting of the Students’ Rep-
resentative Council last week.

A  General Meeting, at
which about fifty students
weré present, considered that
other important matters Con-
ference should discuss were
Government economic policy
and racialism. Motions which
have a more direct relevance
to students, such as grants
and education 'cuts, mature
students and  educational
policy were deemed to be of
relatively minor importance ifi
comparison with South Africe,
Devolution and Palestine,

Unless amended at last
Monday’s meeting of S.R.C.
Council, motions for N.U.S.
Conference have been prior-
itised as follows:—

Northern Ireland; Govern-
ment Economic Policy;
Racialism; South  Africa;
Overseas Students and Tuition
Fees; Women: Gay Rights:
Human - Rights; Devolution;
Palestine.

FREE SPEECH POLICY
TO BE CHALLENGED

IN direct contradiction to its current policy on racialisn:
and fascism, the Students’ Representative Council has
been asked to adopt a policy of no platform foi racist

and fascist speakers.

Certain to produce heated discussion at the next
meeting of S.R.C. Council on the 22nd February, when
the proposals must be ratified to become policy, a no
platform policy would bring into question the right of
any student to bring to the Union, say, a National Front
speaker paid out of S.R.C. funds.

The proposals as they
stand, which were passed at a
non-mandating General Meet-
ing last Wednesday, urge
the S.R.C. not to ‘‘extend
their facilities to anti demo-
cratic group/forces” and not
to “invite fascist and racist
speakers”.

In opposition to the motion
Mr. Colin Fitzpatrick said
that by banning racist and
fascist speakers, this would
merely have the effect of
banning the problem to the
gutter where it would fester.
Adopting this motion was not
the right way for the S.R.C.
to fight racialism and fascism
he added.

In spite of this plea, the
proposition maintained that
the adoption of the motion
was a positive action, and the
motion was passed by a sub-
stantial majority.

Ms. Amanda Stuart,
Secretary of the Conservative
Association said on Monday
“I find it very regrettable that
the people wha spoke for this
motion should have wished to
‘con’ that General Meeting.
Read the motion — it is a
no platform motion™.

This motion has consider-
able implications with regard
to the intended visit of Sir
Keith Joseph next month,
since his wvisit to the Union
is partly financed by S.R.C.
money.

Last week Sir Keith spoke
at Essex University. where he
addressed about 500 students.
As he arrived, flour bombs
and eggs were thrown at him,

worst meetings _he had
attended in the last two years.

Last Tuesday weeck the
Essex Students’ Union made i:
clear that Sir Keith was not
welcome, and ‘organised- z
picket of about 150 protestors
for last Friday's visit by Sir
Keith,

One of the .most crucial
questions raised by the motion
is who will decide whether a
person is a racist or a fascist
or not. Both Mr.  Alan
Macdonald and Mr. Vince
Allen, Deputy President and
Secretary of the S.R.C. respec-
tively, and meémbers of the
Broad Left Movemenet, claim
that Sir Keith's visit will not
be jeopardised if the motion
was ratified by S.R.C. Coun-
cil. This does not mean to say,
however, that the meeting will
not be disrupted by protestors
who claim Sir Keith is
fascist or racialist.

Even if the' motion is
adopted as policy by the
S.R.C.,, it will not prevent
racist and fascist speakers from
speaking in the Union (unless
the Union Management Com-
mittee adopts a similar
motion), since the S.R.C. and
Union Society are totally in-
dependent bodies.

Sir,

In your review of the
Debate on whether God
is an unnecessary hypo-
thesis, you quoted from
the summing up by Pro-
fessor Hamilton in which
he used a phrase from the
Bible to suggest that the
Christian’s faith is only a
blind hope: “Faith is the
substance of things hoped
for, the evidence of
things never seen’.

In the context in which
those words originally
appeared, they refer to people
mentioned in the Old Testa-
ment — those who lived be-
fore Jesus Christ. They are
described as Men of God be-
eause they had the faith to
believe that sometime in the
future God would fulfil his
promise to provide a
Redeemer — someone who
would pay the price necessary
to cover man’s wrongdoings.
They hoped — they had faith
— in something they did not
see in their lifetimes and God
‘counted it to them as
righteousness’.

However, today we are in
a different position; our faith
is built on the firm
foundation of an historical
fact — the life, death and
resurrection of Jesus Christ,
of which we have well

attested eye witness accounts
which have never been dis-
proved.

We can not only look back
in faith, but we also look for-
ward in hope to the time
when Jesus - Christ  will
physicaly return to the world
(not as a baby in a Christmas
manger, but as a holy King
executing righteous judge-
ment), but that hope is not
blind, but is what the Bible
describes as ‘a sure and stead-
fast anchor of the soul, be-
cause it is built on a historic
objective fact. Is not this
certainty worth having?

Incidentally, during the de-
bate, one of the speakers
from the floor, a self con-
fessed atheist, surprisingly
used the term ‘Christian”.
Logically, he could only do
this by misdefining the word
as ‘Someone who goes about
doing good to other people’.
This might be a result of
Christianity, but it is not its
definition — as was said in
the debate, a Christian is
someone who has a personal
relationship with Jesus Christ.
This surely makes God very
real, because you can’t have
a personal relationship with
a hypothesis.

And if God is real, then
God is God, and he ought to
be very necessary for each
one of us, Think it through.

Vince Allen, said last week “I
think that the Vice-President
of Welfare position is an
extremely difficult one to do
properly as a non-Sabbatical.
Transferring the responsibility
of welfare to the Sabbatical
Education Welfare = Officer,
should improve the position
immensely”.

The President, Mr. Richard
Murphy, was also very
strongly in support of the
proposals, saying “At last this
Union is doing something
about academic affairs. This is
something we have been lagg-
ing behind in when compared
to other Universities”,

The proposals although
approved at last Monday’s
meeting of S.R.C. Council,
have yet to be approved by
the Union Management Com-
mittee, which meets tomorrow.

Beer prices
rocket in new round
of increases

University Pub Licence
Bid Adjourned

AN applicationr by the
University for a pub
licence has been
adjourned for the second
time, pending further
investigations - by the
Magistrates.

The adjournment follows
objections by the City Police
at the Magistrate’s hearing
last week. These were that
according to the 1964

.Licencing Act, premises with

a  pub licence cannot have
direct access to premises with
a club licence.

Since the University
application is for the Long

Bar in the Lower Refectory,
the police are concerned that
members of the general pub-
lic will have free access to
the Union Society building
which holds a Club Licence.

The Magistrate’s  have
decided to investigate the
assurances made by the
University that the link door
between the Union and the
Refectory would be manned
during licencing hours by a
porter.

Until the Magistrate’s re-
consider the application in a
month’s time, planned
alterations to the Long Bar
will not go ahead.

University acts on
Summerhill complaints

RESIDENTS who com-
plained that their rooms
were infested with cock-

roaches, have been
placated by the Univer-
sity after the intervention
of Mr. Richard Murphy,
President of the Students’
Representative Council.
Last November, many of
the 40 postgraduate students
living at Summerhill House,
the University-owned flats in
the West End of Newcastle,
claimed that their rent was
excessive in comparison with
Richardson Road flats, and
made many complaints about

the standard of accommodat-
ion and the facilities provided
at Summerhill House.

COMPLAINTS

Mr. Murphy took up these
complaints with the Univer-
sity’s Housing Manager, Mr.
H. H. Wigram, last Decem-
ber, and it appears that as a
result the University has
made several improvements
to Summerhill House,

These include a regular
contract with the pest con-
trol firm Rentokil, improved
ventilation, new refrigerators
and more cupboard space,

and an improved standard of
cleaning,

Mr. Murphy said last week
“I am very pleased with the
prompt and speedy action of
the University. They have
responded to virtually every
request I made and I under-
stand that the residents of
Summerhill House are also
chuffed with their improved
facilities”.

Further improvements to
the property, whilst not
possible this year, have not
been ruled out, It is probable
that the present roof which
has been a source of trouble
will be the next item to
receive attention.

This is due to a price
increase in all beers
brewed by Scottish and
Newcastle Breweries of 1p
a pint wholesale which will
probably result in a retail
price increase of 1ip a
pint.

A spokesman for S & N
breweries stated (not surpris-
ingly) that the increases were
unavoidable due to rising
costs of raw materials and
overheads, despite  record
profits in the last six months
of twenty million pounds
(before tax).

He also pointed out that the
last price increase of benefit
to 9 & N Breweries (as
opposed to the January price
rise which was to appease the
Chancellor of the Exchequer)
was in October 1976 and then
only some beer prices were
increased, and in fact the
prices of McEwans Scotch and
Export have not risen since
June 1976,

RISE EXPECTED

Mr. Terry Lamb, the Union
Administrator, said that the
price rise had been expected
as Tetley’'s had raised their
prices in January and an in-
crease in Federation Brewery
prices was expected in the near
future.

The pattern' of drinking in
the Union does not appear to
have changed with the
increases, In fact, states Mr.
Lamb “if it wasn’t for the
patronage of certain students
of the Lower Bunroom on
Thursday nights, there would
be inadequate consumption of
Federation Ordinary (the
Union’s cheapest beer) to
justify keeping it”,

Beer drinkers, however,
have a champion in Mr. Ted
Garrett, M.P. for Wallsend,
who plans to question the
Government on the latest in-
creases which he feels are un-
justified.

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Courier’s Guide
to Folk Music

in Newcastle

COURIER'S folk music correspondent Ian Coward takes you on a pub crawl of
Newcastle pubs which provide folk entertainment,

to more distant places, such as Cramlington.

BORED with rock music ? Tired of
being deafened by this month’s super-
star 2 Then why not give folk a try !
An evening at a folk club must be
one of the best forms of live enter-
tainment available in Newcastle today
and it is certainly one of the cheapest.

When. the average rock concert costs a
pound or more the 30p or so charged by
most clubs is modest enough.

Folk music "is a living art form with
roots that go back hundreds of years.
‘Folk’ means ‘of the people’ and folk songs
and tunes give expression to the lives and
experiences of ordinary people as much to-
day as they did in the past. It is, above all,
live music, to be enjoyed in a crowded bar
room rather than intellectualised over at
concerts or on records.

In the folk world there are no rigid
Jbarriers “between performers and  the
audience. Everyone joins in the choruses
and many of the musicians who play in
clubs are just ordinary members (called
‘floorsingers’ or ‘residents’) who play a few
numbers just for the fun of it.

DISTINCTIVE LOCAL FLAVOUR

Most clubs have ‘singers nights,” when
the entertainment is provided solely by
members, and ‘guest nights’ when visiting

. artists are booked in addition. Some go one

step further and work on a ‘singaround’

basis where there are no paid guests and”

virtually everyone is expected to perform
in some way.

Northumbria has a long musical
tradition, and many of the artists who per-
form in Newcastle clubs are themselves
Geordies, giving a distinctive local flavour
to the music.

Both traditional and contemporary
schools are thriving in the North-East at
present with artists like the HIGH LEVEL
RANTERS maintaining a solidly tradition-
al front, and young singer-songwriters like
PETE SCOTT and PETE BOND writing in
contemporary style about life on Tyneside
today.

To the unitiated there might appear to
be little reason for the division that exists
between traditional and contemporary folk.
Indeed there is an undesirable amount of
snobbery in some ‘trad’ circles who look
down on anything at all experimental.

FREE LUNCHTIME SHOWS

In addition to the clubs there are a num-
ber of other venues which hold folk events
from time to time. The University Theatre
has been active in the folk field in the past
and last terms Folk Festival was a notable
success. A week long event, the evening
concerts in the main auditorium were
augmented by free lunchtime and evening
performances in the more informal atmos-
phere of the theatre bar.

Rather less well attended was their
‘Northumbrian Night’ in which a number
of local musicians and a dialect poet per-
formed in the main auditorium. It does
seem that folk loses a lot of appeal in the

formal atmosphere of the theatre.

This term a number of Friday night
events are to be held in the theatre bar
which will be recorded for broadcasting by
Radio Newcastle.

On-campus folk is organised in a rather
sporadic fashion on Wednesday evenings by
USEC but these concerts have been poorly
attended in the past. Bookings for this
term have not been confirmed yet as the
USEC member responsible for them has
disappeared! Rag have booked RALPH
MCcTELL (see diary) for the princely sum
of £850, a bargain price apparently as the
proceeds go to charity.

THE CLUBS

The Ford Arms folk club (Shields
Road, Byker, Mondays) has a strong
traditional bias. In addition to guest
nights they plan to hold “theme
evenings” featuring songs and
narrative from a particular historical
period. The first of these, entitled
“ Cruel Wars,” is on the 18th April
when the theme will be the
Napoleonic wars. ;

Tuesday seems to be the most
popular night of the week with at
least four clubs to choose from. First
and foremost, the University Folk
Club in the Trent House, Leazes
Lane is probably one of the best in
town. Always cheerfully crowded in
the bizarrely decorated upstairs room
which is such a contrast to the ‘spit
and sawdust’ bar below, it nearly al-
ways has a good atmosphere (a view
shared by visiting artists incidentally).
It is not particularly biased to
traditional or contemporary music
and guest artists are booked most
weeks. :

For those who live in Heaton, the
Chillingham Hotel, Chillingham Road, is
an alternative. A recently reformed club,
they have a resident band called ‘Heritage’
and are basically a trad club who hope to
be booking guests in the near future.

SEVERELY TRADITIONAL

For those with transport, the Cramling-
ton Folk Club at the Blagden Arms,
Cramlington, is also a trad club, at least
as far as fortnightly guest bookings are
concerned, Last but not least there are
Tuesday folk evenings at the Blackbird,
Ponteland,

On Wednesdays, the County Hotel, Gos-
forth is mainly a singers club who only
book guests occasionally. They have two
resident groups, ‘North Face’ and ‘Cregan’,
and claim to be the longest running club
in Newcastle (9 years!). They are open to
all types of folk and even Country and
Western.

The Bridge Folk Club is probably the
best in town from a purely musical point
of view. It ig held on Thursdays upstairs in
the Bridge Hotel (in the city, at this end
of the high level bridge). Home of the
famous ‘High Level Ranters’, it is well
worth visiting, but dress warmly as the
place is freezing at this time of year.
Severely traditional in outlook, they take
their music very seriously and will glare at
newcomers who talk during the
performance!

Finally there is a ‘singaround’ on Fridays
at the Cumberland Arms, Byker, and if you
happen to be down south for the weekend
Durham University hold their folk club on
Saturdays.
