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Anthropology is
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forced to
the brink

A lecturer’s sudden decision to take early retirement has left returning 2nd year students

without a course to attend.

Dr. Powell, an Anthropology lecturer in the Social Studies department made the. deci-
sion over the summer and this means there is now only one Anthropology lecturer in the

whole University.

This has resulted in the scrap-
ping of one of the 3rd year
options, Anthropology 3, which
understandably has angered a
great many students. Union Pres-
ident, Joe Carlebach explained
“We have received a number of
complaints from irate students
who left in June expecting to take
the option and returned in
October to find it was no longer
possible. It's very worrying as it
also raises questions about the
whole future of the Social Studies
department”.

Councillor Jon Davies, a lec-
turer in the department agreed
that the department was now
most definitely in a vulnerable
position and said he was very
annoyed at the furtive way in
which the course had been scrap-
ped. He also added that he was
worried about the future of the
department: “'It is not really cre-
dibly viable with only one mem-
ber of staff and it can only mean
that the University intends to run
it down”.

At present there are six mem-
bers of staff in the Social Studies
department, but it is believed
more early retirements in the next
few years will reduce this number
drastically. The faculty has been

told to make a number of cuts
and one way to save money is to
freeze posts when they become
vacant.

The Head of Department, Mike
Stant, the man responsible for the
decision not to replace Dr. Pow-
ell, explained that the department
was doing its best in very difficult
circumstances, but also admitted
that the future of the department
and especially of Anthropology
was uncertain, and explained “if
the remaining Anthropology lec-
turer leaves then there is the pos-
sibility of no more Anthropology
ever being taught at Newcastle. I
can only say it will continue as
long as he is here”.

Although all equally disappoin-
ted about the decision, the Social
Studies lecturers do not seem to
agree about the effect it will have.
Mr. Stant claimed that only six
students studied Anthropology 3
anyway, so it actually would do
little damage, whereas the
remaining Anthropology lecturer
Dr. Al-Shahi described the deci-
sion as ‘‘disastrous for the
students” as it was such a popular
course.

Clearly a great deal of the
trouble stems from the fact that
Mr. Stant took the decision with-

out consulting his colleagues
whatsoever, but he was quick to
point out that it was more a deci-
sion he was forced to take than
one he wanted to take.

Dr. Al-Shahi, however, was
disappointed by the lack of con-
sultation and claims the new sub-
stitute option is not really what
the students want. The Staff/Stu-
dent Committee should have been
notified, he added, before any
final decision was taken.

Quite clearly the future of Ant-
hropology at the University is far
from settled and even this deci-
sion has not really been accepted
by the majority of people concer-
ned. Union President, Joe Car-.
lebach, still hopes that ‘“‘some-
thing can be done to rectify the
situation”, but even he admits
that “‘time does appear to be run-
ning out”.

Anthropology 3 is no more and
the unfortunate fact that emerges,
is the way in which it was scrap-

ped. It would seem that Heads of
Departments do have the power
to establish course options with-
out properly consulting the peo-
ple affected, and this must surely
be a blow to Student Union
leaders and members of depart-

ments everywhere. gye Crawford

Twanus |
on it’s
knees

A series of dramatic events hasled to
the virtual collapse of the Tyne and
Wear Area of the National Union of
Students (TWANUS).

The area conference held in
June failed to even reach a
quorum and therefore no
decisions could be made. Furth-
ermore, a number of the colleges
present staged a walkout, to pro-
test about the behaviour of the
Newcastle College of Arts and
Technology delegation.

The final straw for the area's
colleges has been the Inland
Revenue's attempt to sue
TWANUS for non payment of
taxes.

Apparently the employees
National Insurance Contribution
and P.A.Y.E. tax was not paid for
the Area Convenor’s salary from
April to July of this year. The
person responsible for the tax
payments was the Area
Treasurer, Mr. David Addsion, a
third year student at the Univer-
sity. Unfortunately Mr. Addison
could not be contacted during the
summer to explain the situation
and it was then that the Inland
Revenue decided to proceed with
Court action.

On a more constructive note,
however, out of the debris of the
old TWANUS a new organisation
seems likely to appear.

A Working Party has already
been formed by Newcastle Uni-
versity, Durham University, Sun-
derland Polytechnic and Newcas-
tle Polytechnic and colleges are
already considering setting up a
new area N.U.S., which with the
inclusion of Teesside Polytechnic
may possibly be called Tyne Tees
Area.

Meanwhile the Newcastle Col-
lege of Arts and Technology
decided at a General Meeting last
term to leave N.U.S. At present
they still remain members of the
original N.U.S., but it is thought
that their disaffiliation nationally
may affect this. Whether or not it
does, the College can be assured
of one thing; the disaffiliation
means that their students are now
no longer admitted into the Uni-
versity Union, as only N.U.S.
affiliated students are allowed
entry. The ban will take place
from 31st October.

ARGY BAN

The Royal Mail is helping Britain’s
Latin American department beat a
government ban on importing
books and periodicals from Argen-
tina.

The Customs and Excise officers
at airports have been instructed to
seize all imports from Argentina.
This ban does not include airmail
packages. However, as a result the
colleges are receiving their regular
supplies of periodicals, but books
which are heavier and more expen-
sive to send by air are being seized
at the docks.

The ban is not expected to affect
Colleges immediately as most have
their own substantial stocks of tex-
tbooks. Mr. T. R. A. Masaon, the

Head of Latin American Studies
here at Newcastle said “‘the ban
will not affect us as we have ample
stocks of texts and the department
will receive the impounded books
in a few years anyway”. He says
that the department has a substan-
tial commitment to Latin America
andthe maintextsuppliersare Mex-
ico and Argentina — a third of the
books coming from Argentina.
Mr. Mason is to send a letter of
complaint to the Minister for
Trade. The National Union of Stu-
dents has also become involved in
the situation. The President, Neil
Stewart, has written to the Minister
complaining about this ‘restriction
of intellectual freedom’.

Awards for Retiring Professors

Newcastle University will award ten
of its retiring Professors the title of
Professor Emeritus when they leave
on the 30th September, 1983.

A full list of those awarded the
Professor Emeritus appear below,
but it is worth singling out a few of
those who will receive the title.

Professor Pavel Novak (Civil
and Hydraulic Engineering) has
had a distinguished career in Hyd-
raulic Engineering both in the U.K.
and abroad as an advisor to many
bodies dealing with water
resources, including being a rep-
resentative in his field at
UNESCO.

Professor Kathleen Bell C.B.E.
(Social Studies) has made a reputa-

tion in the socio-legal field concen-
trating on the problem of social jus-
tice. She is the only woman ever to
gain such an award from Newcastle
University, having become a
C.B.E. in 1978.

Professor G. Jobey (Prehistoric
Archaeology) is well known as a
leader in the archaeology of
Northern Britain having served for
some years on the Royal Commis-
sion on Ancient Monuments and
Historic Buildings of Scotland and
on the Ancient Monuments Board
for Scotland.

Professor D. N. Allan (Opera-
tive Dental Surgery) retires after
40 years of service. He was Foun-
der Member in 1968 and President
in 1975-76 of the British Society

for Restorative Dentistry, Presi-
dent of the American Dental Soci-
ety of London 1980/81, and
elected (one of four) professional
members of the Central Commit-
tee of University Dental Teachers
and Research Workers in 1982.
The following are also accorded
the title of Professor Emeritus
upon retirement on the 30th Sep-
tember 1983: Professor Sir James
Baddiley (Chemical Microbiol-
ogy); Professor R. L. Plackett
(Statistics); Professor A. E. Stuart
(Pathology); Professor J. D.
Thornton (Chemical Engineer-
ing); Professor P. J. Yarrow
(French); and Professor J. K. G.

Those familiar with the Good Soldier Shweik’s inebriated
wanderings around the Austro-Hungarian Empire, would
have noted more than a passing resemblance in the Kings-
men’s most recent foreign expedition.

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If it has been your fate to
have been brought up in the
deep South — an unex-
pected hurdle will have
appeared in your path. The
problem being one of com-
munication — not what they
say, but more importantly
how they say it — in short
understanding what on
earth the porter is trying to
tell you.

And it won't be just in the Stu-
dent’s Union or your Hall where
you'll discover difficulties coping
with the cultural shock while simul-
taneously combatting with the
dialect. Stepping on to a bus, buy-
ing a pound of potatoes or merely
asking directions — these are all
situations where you will come
bang up against the barrier. In
Newcastle it's not only North ver-
sus South, it's Geordie versus the
rest of the World! Therefore
Courier, your weekly rag, sees fit to
ease your acclimatization and
guide you towards the upper eche-
lon of civilization. Here then is an
initial brief guide:

I hope you won't mind me giving
a little of the historical background
of the Geordie language. I feel that
it is necessary because Geordie is
not, repeat not, a regional accent.
It is a language in its own right.

This is not such a difficult pro-
cess as you would think, although
those slightly lacking in normal
concentration or moral fibre, or
possessing an epiglottis of normal
proportions, may experience some
slight trouble in the first ten years
of practice.

The first sound to learn is the
Geordie ‘R': This is both rolling
and gutteral, combining the best
effects of Doctor Finlay at his
homeliest with the sound of a very
old nanny-goat being sick.

New Sports Hall

The new University Sports Hall, built at a cost of
over £'% million is nearing completion for a
December opening. The Hall, situated near Richard-
son Road Squash Courts will be open for use in the
Spring Term and will provide space for either two
5-a-side games or 6 badminton matches or a whole
host of other sports.

Claremont Sports Hall, 25 years in the planning
but built in just 9 months, is the first stage in the
development of new indoor sports facilities at the
University.

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The 1983 Newcastle Festi-
val, which begins this
Saturday with a perfor-
mance by a seven-piece folk
band ‘‘Blowzabella’’ at the
Guildhall, looks on paper to
be the city’s most impres-
sive, with 140 separate
events, each as diverse as the
other, and a growing
emphasis on international
talent.

The Festival Programme out-
lines much of the content, but the
details can easily be lost amidst
such a wealth of material. Almost
all of Newcastle's theatre and con-
cert halls are involved in the event,
as well as numerous art galleries,
lecture halls and, (for a series of

organ recitals, special Festival mas-
ses and gatherings) city churches.

The Ballet Rambert return to
the Theatre Royal from next Tues-
day to Saturday as part of the Fes-
tival, performing two ballets, both
premiered at this year's Edinburgh
Festival, which include Nijinsky's
famous “‘L'Apres-Midi D’'un
Faune” and a work by Glen Tetley;
“Murder Hope Of Women™. A
new version of Keneth Graham's
“The Wind In The Willows™ will
also be showing at the Theatre
Royal from the 18th to the 22nd of
this month, featuring songs by
Derek (“*Dad’s Army”) Taverner.

Throughout the Festival,
Tynewear Theatre Company’s
adaptation of Catherine Cookson’s
epic romance “‘Katie Mulholland™
will be showing at the Playhouse.
Reviewed elsewhere on these

pages, it promises to be the Play-
house’s most adventurous produc-
tion to date.

At the Gulbenkian, a wide and
varied programme including next
Monday to Saturday, Lumiere &
Sons’s “Senseless™, described as a
“thriller opera™ with a cast of five
singers and one actor, and on the
24th, what should be an enterpris-
ing version of Thomas Hardy's
“The Withered Arm”, one of the
great author’'s more memorable
short stories.

As usual, live music forms an
integral part of the Festival, with
wide-ranging performers on show
throughout, gom the Northern
Sinfonia of England to Frankie
Vaughan, Tony Capstick to Guil-
lermo Fierens. Fierens will make
one of his rare appearance in this
country next Monday the 10th at
the Playhouse, when he will play
a mixed programme including
works by Weiss, Villa-Lobos and
Bach. A classical guitarist of
international acclaim, Fierens
should provide an evening of ver-
satile scope and appealing accom-
plishment.

The Theatre Royal engages in a
week of miscellaneous musical
activity beginning on the 17th with
Gilbert & Sullivan A La Carte and
ending, perversely, with the Kelly
Monteith Show on the 22nd. In
between, there are appearances by
Ralph McTell, The Maddy Prior
Band and The Flying Pickets, the
last of whom are obviously a band
for the Union.

The most impressive-looking
concert event is this Sunday even-
ing at The People’s Theatre on
Stephenson Road, when Morton
Feldman, the legendary American
composer from the era of Earle
Brown and Christian Wolff, will
attend the world premiere of a
clarinet quintet performed by Alan
Hacker and The Brodsky String
Quartet. A series of Lunchtime
Concerts will also be performed
throughout the Festival at the
Laing Art Gallery, Higham Place.

Feast

The Sixth Tyneside Film,

Festival, sponsored by
Channel 4 and British
Caledonian Airways, gets
underway next Wednesday
with the North East pre-
miere of ‘‘Betrayal’’, the
David Jones film of Pinter’s
play starry Jeremy
(**Brideshead’’) Irons and
Ben (‘‘Gandhi’’) Kingsley.

It promises to be a fascinating
event, particularly if the two films

which I've already seen are rep-
resentative of what's to come. Greg
Killmaster's Possum O’Possum and
Katherine Matheson’'s Com-

edienne are a couple of lively,
extraordinary documentaries,
which shed a remarkable light on
American obsessions, with a
shrewd eye for detail and a joyful
ear for the absurd.

The first is an examination of the
curious possum-worship of a small
town in Alabama which extends to
Miss Possum Beauty Contests,
possum-fur fashions and possum

/ .
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pet-keeping. The camera is rarely
out of range of the townsfolks’
affectionate, anecdotal front and
there are some marvellous,
straight-faced inter-viewees,
including the Chairman of the local
possum society, anxious not to give
away prime possum acreage to
deceitful Arabs, and the Police
Chief, concerned to catch the
nearby possum rustlers who leave
the highway scattered with their
prey.

“*Comedienne”, is a rather more
sober, sad but funny account of two
New York women desperate to
make the top with their comedy
acts. Cheryl Klein and Zora Ras-
mussen both derive their material
from aspects of The American
Tradition, the former wickedly
sends up her Jewish upbringing,
(“As a child T had two choices;
matricide or patricide’), and the
latter her College days as the girl
everybody loved to hate.

But the most impressive aspect
of the documentary is in its por-
trayal of the two wise-cracking
comediennes as, to a certain extent
victims of their own desire to
escape from their backgrounds.
Klein, whose routine resembles a
quick-fire mortar on rapid repeat,
ridicules her family to the extent
that she becomes estranged from
them, even a made-up reunion
especially for the camera is made
fun of in a later video. Whilst Ras-
mussen, who attains a degree of
success during the very shooting of
the film, has an act that is basically
sclf-fmmdy in the Sophie Tucker
mould.

Nonetheless, these two varied
and entertaining documentaries,
the first showing as part of a prog-
ramme of American shorts on
Thursday the 13th, and the second
being given its British premiere on
the 20th, have a bizarre real-life
quality which hopefully will be
characteristic of many of the other
shorts in the film festival.

During the film festival, which
runs from the 12th to the 23rd,
there will be a special category for
video and a series of films,
documentaries, cartoons and
shorts under the heading *‘Britain
Can Make It”, which covers the
period 1945-51. On Sunday the

16th at the ABC Haymarket the
World Premiere of Clair's “An
Italian Straw Hat”, complete with
orchestra and specially composed
score, marks the highlight of the
festival, although on Sunday the
23rd the closing film, *““Moving
With The Times”, will be accom-
panied by the Berliner Band. Also
at the Festival Finale the presenta-
tion of the festival awards will be
made by, amongst others, Julie
Christie, one of the panel judges.

This year, as well as the pre-
stigious Tyne Award, a new prize,
the Tyne Video Award, will be
presented to the best video
shown.

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In the commercial cinema, few
prizes for originality but plenty to
thrill about in John Badham's Blue
Thunder (15; Odeon). This is a
conspiracy thriller about a police
helicopter pilot, (Roy Scheider),
who uncovers a high-level plot to
create civil unrest on the streets of
Los Angeles in order to justify the
use of a new multi-purpose special
helicopter which is equipped with
the sort of weaponry one normally
associates with James Bond.

There are a few revealing sides
as to the nature of American milit-
ary paranoia, timely as it happens,
but by the plot has been reduced to
an airbourne shootout between

Scheider and the U.S. Air Force,

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The Saga of Kissin’ Kate

The TyneWear Theatre
Company’s musical adapta-
tion of Catherine Cookson’s
Katie Mulholland, (Play-
house until October 29th), is
certainly one of the most
popular productions to
appear at the Playhouse in
recent years. Already sold
out for its entire run, it has
been subject to a publicity
build-up which spanned
almost the entire summer.

Coming to this play with a pro-
fessed ignorance not only of this
but any other Cookson novel how-
ever, I was still uncertain whether
this left me at an advantage or dis-
advantage to the 90% of the audi-
ence, whose familiarity with the
novelist would be obvious to any-
one who merely mulled around the
Playhouse Bar.

Certainly on the evidence of the
production, it is almost impossible
to comprehend the motives of.the
heroine, which seem muted and
obscure in a fashion that the book
would surely fail to tolerate. Katie
Mulholland is opportune enough
to wed a man she hates when her
baby needs an upbringing, but she
proves to be too proud to accept
charity after her husband’s death,
and eventually allows the child to
be adopted.

Class Conflict

Similarly, the backdrop of recur-
ring class conflict and industrial
strife between the local pit-owning
aristocracy and the militant
mineworkers, in the Tyneside of
1860, looks peculiarly discordant
and unattached, to anyone
unfamiliar with the detail of the
novel.

On the other hand, I was able to
view the song and dance, the con-
tinual musical accompaniment and
the more overt theatrics without
feeling as though someone was

shattering my long-held vision of
character and plot, and whilst the
novels’ devotees were bemused by
the productions’ chronology, 1
found the representation of the
march of time less bewildering.

It would be difficult for anyone
not weened on romantic melod-
rama to accept this play without
incredulity however, and even they
would be hard pushed to acclaim it.
Banalities always look better in
print than they sound on stage, and
although the cast are hardly unre-
hearsed, few emerge with distinc-
tion. For much of its length,
“Katie Mulholland” seems like
“Tess Of The D’'urbervilles”, as
written by Dory Previn.

Technically the play is not with-
out its successes, the design by
Robert Jones works well within the
range of the theatre and although
Eric Boswell's songs are hardly
likely to stay with you, they at least
boost the flagging Ken Hill script.
Most of the cast work hard, includ=
ing Prue Clarke in the title role,
but a few seem incapable of shoul-
dering their musical respon-
sibilities.

There is a marvellous, throaty
impersonation of a dockside tart
by Rosalind Bailey, which deser-
ves special mention, largely
because it reduces most of the
other actors on stage at the same
time as her to cardboard cut-outs.

“Katie Mulholland™ is unique in
many ways; (not only a World
Premiere but the first Cookson
ever to be staged) but surely there
can be few stage plays, even musi-
cals, whose sell-out run is largely
due to patrons who have never
before set foot in a theatre? For
this, and the prospect that the suc-
cess of this production may help
finance less spectacular plays, the
warm response of the public to this
contribution to the 1983 Newcastle
Festival is to be welcomed rather
than dismissed.
