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The resignation of Katy Collings, Sabbatical Secretary, came 
as a surprise to many of her colleagues. Her decision was 
revealed at Council in her absence by the Chairperson, 
Richard Lindley.

Katy complains that “during the 
past few months, a working atmos­
phere has grown within the Execu­
tive in which I cannot continue or 
would wish to work in” and speaks 
of Council’s “overtly political 
nature”.

At a General Meeting on Tues­
day, Katy was censured for voting 
against sending coaches from New­
castle to a Grants Rally. This she 
later said was the “final straw” and 
“was neither fair nor just, but did 
serve the purpose of proving the 
intolerance of certain people, a total 
lack of trust, and that there is little 
more I can do for the Union in these 
working conditions” .

One Executive member suggested 
privately that Katy’s resignation was 
timed to aid Conservative candi­
dates in the Union Elections. This 
she denied, saying that if anything it 
would “have the reverse effect in 
that it might detract attention” away 
from the Elections.

As for politics, Katy feels that she 
“did try to be scrupulously fair and 
did not show any political bias” in 
the actual job, but was being 
“politically victimised for being a 
fairly prominent Conservative” .

Accusing Executive and Council 
of being “inexperienced” and 
“irresponsibile” , she commented: 
“I’m sorry that it has taken my 
resignation to shake Executive and 
Council up; it has now got to pull 
itself together and start using its 
committees and act like a manage­
ment structure . . . never has there 
been an Executive that has spent so 
much time wasting time”.

Paul Smith, President, later 
commented: “It is sad that any

Sabbatical finds it necessary to 
resign and the job of Secretary is 
very important in the Union. The 
remaining Sabbaticals have taken 
over Katy’s responsibilities and it is 
business as usual” .

Katy hopes that this business will 
be carried out with her final message 
to her colleagues in mind -  “less 
politics, more business”.

Courier Editor, Tony Hay, 
resigned last week, a decision 
coming right out of the blue as 
far as the rest of us on the paper 
were concerned.

He gave his reasons as being “so 
far behind with my work that I’d be 
in danger of failing my finals if I 
continued” .

Whilst regretting the incon­
venience caused, Tony is certain 
“there is no chance that the paper 
will collapse without me. All the 
staff, especially the permanent staff, 
are more than capable of coping in 
my absence” .

Since the start of the year Courier 
sales have been up by 33%, and the 
extra space created by increasing 
from eight pages to twelve an issue 
has allowed for 40% more adver­
tising.

We wish Tony well in his finals, 
and thank him for his efforts on 
Courier’s behalf in the past few 
months.

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CONFUSION
Stephen Lambert’s front page article in “ Courier” last week aroused 
*a storm of protest from those he named in it as disrupting debates.

Paul Rowlands suspended 
standing orders in Union Council
last Thursday to discuss the article 

iwhose “allegations were out­
rageous, unfounded and vindictive”. 
He claims that Mr. Lambert wrote 
the article for political reasons as 
two of the persons named were 
standing for Sabbatical elections. 
Mr. Rowlands said he was “very 
upset” that Council did not come to 
a decision on how to make amends 
for the article. He added that one of 
Mr. Lambert’s examples of his dis­
ruptive behaviour -  the debate on 
Metropolitan Counties -  was un­
justified as he had seconded the 
proposer of the motion, Nick 
Brown. Piers Merchant, the opposi­
tion speaker, he said, was heckling 
him.

Mr. Lambert in return had this to 
say of the article: “I wrote the article 
without political malice or intent. I 
took on the job for the sake of 
debates, and I intend to continue 
doing so. I am sorry the truth hurts” . 
He says that the circumstances 
under which he wrote .the story -  the 
day Tony Hay resigned -  were not 
normal, because no-one was avail­
able to write the story. Though Mr. 
Lambert considers it wrong that he 
had to write the story himself, he was 
under the belief that it was to be 
rewritten before it went to press.

Normally the editor would decide 
whether a story was to go in or not, 
but due to the obvious confusion in 
“Courier” that day, the story went in 
unchecked by anyone.

Union Council decided the best 
way to rectify the situation was to 
refer the matter to the Senior 
Returning Officer, as two Sabbatical 
candidates were named. It will be up 
to him to judge the most appropriate 
way to make amends for any damage 
the article may have done.

Mystery Bug
The causes of the mystery illness that struck Havelock Hall in the first 
week of term have still not been traced, despite some rumours of food 
poisoning.

About twelve people were taken 
to the Sick Bay in the early hours of 
Tuesday morning, and by Thursday
evening this number had risen to 30, 
including two people from Eustace 
Percy Hall.

Sister Trousdale of the Castle 
Leazes Sick Bay said that the 
symptoms of vomiting and diarrhoea 
were mild and that these are the 
symptoms of a bug common all over 
this area at this time. No-one knows 
the origins of the illness as those 
affected ate different meals.

Specimens from the ill people 
have not yet been examined by the 
labs but Sister Trousdale hazarded a 
guess that an unsuspecting carrier of 
the virus amongst either the kitchen 
staff or students could be respon­
sible.

Warden of Havelock Hall, Jim 
White, said that food poisoning was 
not yet proven but nor was there 
“any contrary hypothesis”. As soon

as he heard about the illness he 
asked for the kitchens to be 
thoroughly checked but says there is 
little else he can do until the cause of 
the illness has been established.

In an almost unprecedented 
move, Mrs. Thatcher was denied 
an honorary degree by Oxford 
Dons last week in a meeting of 
just over 1,000 Dons and adminis­
trators from Oxford University's 
Parliament, in protest at her cut 
backs in education. The Dons 
voted by 738 to 319 not to grant 
the traditional accolade.

The first honorary degree was 
awarded at Oxford in 1479 and has 
been conferred on such people as 
Herr Willy Brandt. Mrs. Gandhi, 
and all the recent Oxford educated 
Prime Ministers, the only exception 
being President Ali Bhutto of 
Pakistan whose rape, pillaging and 
murder in Bangladesh was too much 
for the Oxford Dons to swallow.

Following the result of the vote, a 
Downing Street spokesman 
announced: "If they do not wish to 
confer the honour, she is the last 
person to wish to receive it . . •"

Students in University accommodation can look forward to an 
improvement in their living environment as a result of the work of 
Union officers on the Residential Accommodation and Services 
committees.

Following the uproar over the now notorious ‘£60,000 surplus’, the J.C.R.s 
submitted a list of requests to the University. Many of these suggestions have 
been agreed to, including: the upgrading of 10 of the larger kitchens in Castle 
Leazes and those in the East and West Wings of Henderson Hall; the 
installation of a fitness room and extension to the J.C.R. at Henderson; and 
the building of cycle sheds at Leazes Terrace.

These improvements are being made in addition to the normal 
maintenance programme, the total costs of which are expected to reach 
around £150,000 -  leaving around £90,000 still in the account.

The only residency which is having no extra improvements is Ethel 
Williams Hall, their list included bookshelves in rooms; an extractor fan in the 
bar; and the replacement of camp beds with proper beds in some wings.

Debbie Barnicoat, Ethel’s J.C.R. President believes that ‘as usual, Ethel 
Williams is suffering and Henderson is benefiting at our expense’, while Nick 
Dalton, Accommodation Officer, is both ‘surprised and disappointed’ at the 
decision not to follow up any of the J.C.R.’s suggestions.

There has been criticism also from some members of R. A.C. to the effect 
that the improvements are being made chiefly with the vacation conference 
trade in mind. Nick Dalton answered this point by saying that the conference 
trade will eventually benefit students in that more improvements will be made 
in the future.

Despite all this, students have won a victory by obtaining a substantial 
amount of what the Union Officers asked for. Nick believes that “this shows 
that the University will take note of students’ suggestions when the wider 
student body expresses its interest and concern on issues of accommodation 
and services provided by the University.”

Priests or Politics?
The supporters of the motion 
‘this house believes that priests 
and politics should not mix’, 
stood little chance once the 
Bishop of Durham shifted into 
gear. The quickfire penetrating 
oratory of David Jenkins was too 
much for the Rev. David Steck 
and Simon O’Loughlin, and one 
couldn’t help but feel sorry for 
them. Even between them they 
could not match the exuberance 
of the Bishop.

Being a cleric and a Lord -  how his 
maiden speech is to be kept uncon- 
troversial is difficult to see -  the 
Bishop had to oppose the motion. 
He punctuated his argument for the 
real, but risky mixing of politics 
and religion with witty asides. 
Christianity he said is concerned 
with social issues, the way a society 
treats its marginals, i.e. the poor and 
the outcast. Playing God by being 
absolutist causes hell and this is what 
he believes has happened with 
MacGregor and Scargill.

It is agreed that weapons of mass 
destruction are indecent. Having 
decided to spend money on them it is 
doubly indecent to say there is no 
money for the poor and starving. 
Choosing priorities is a moral 
choice. He agreed that there should 
not be a Christian politicial party 
and that clerics should speak out as 
debate is very important and silence 
in the post-Marxian age is seen as a 
political statement anyway.

The proponents of the motion 
divided the task of verbally jousting 
with the Bishop. Rev. Steck took on 
the more serious arguments while 
O’Loughlin attempted to compete 
on the level of entertainment. Many 
of his barbed witticisms raised some 
laughs and applause especially his 
reference to the Bishop as ‘a 
sexagenarian imported to the North 
East’.

Rev. Beck believed that priests 
and politics should not mix for three 
reasons: (i) because the Church 
consists of people holding differing 
political views and the Church 
should not alienate its membership; 
(ii) intervention in the political scene 
is a distraction from the Church's 
real role; and (iii) because when they 
have combined, the results have 
usually been unfortunate -  e.g. Iran, 
Ireland and the Spanish Inquisition.

University Chaplain, Bryan 
Vernon, seconding for the 
opposition took the line that his 
pastoral job would be more effic­
iently achieved if he also tackled it 
on a larger scale. Consoling one 
student about to join the dole queue 
is not as effective as campaigning 
against unemployment.

Most of the floor speeches backed 
the Bishop and a number expressed 
the opinion that what he was about 
was stirring up debate and this was 
why he worried the establishment.

If this report comes across as 
slightly biased, it is representative of 
the packed house which resound­
ingly defeated the motion.

Rights in 
Embryo

Students and M .P.’s have a great 
deal in common it would seem.

At a lecture in the Curtis 
Auditorium last Thursday, Dame 
Mary Warnock was invited to 
discuss the question: “Has a cell got 
Rights?” But when it came to 
debate, students wanted to discuss 
the famine in Ethiopia, abortion and 
Mrs. Thatcher.

In an interview, Dame Warnock 
had told me of her horror at the 
“overwhelming ingnorance” of the 
M.P.’s discussing the findings of the 
Warnock Committee on Human 
Fertilization. Dame Warnock said 
that she found it easier talking to 
undergraduates who were “tremen­
dously open minded and easier to 
talk to as they understand the 
issues.”

She must have been sorely dis­
appointed at the response of certain 
students from this University.

In addressing the subject “Has a 
cell got Rights?” , Dame Warnock 
considered the issue of research on 
embryos. She argued that the 
question whether or not human 
embryos at a very early stage of their 
development have rights, is a mis­
leading question and that it is clearer 
to ask, in moral terms, whether four 
or sixteen cell embryos ought to 
have exactly the same protection in 
law as is afforded to children and 
adults. Dame Wamock was of the 
opinion that suitable legislation is 
urgently required.

During question time, several 
students wished to imply that Dame 
Warnock hoped to encourage legis­
lation which oppressed women. One 
member of the executive of the 
Students’ Union commented: 
“Mary Wamock’s argument could 
lead to no abortions after 14 days, 
which will work against women and 
once again tie them to the home.”

Other students felt that the ques­
tion of whether a cell has rights or 
not was irrelevant and more con­
sideration should be given to 
the economic policies of Mrs. 
Thatcher’s government, and the 
famine in Ethiopia.

Dame Wamock declined to 
discuss any of these issues. She was 
otherwise warmly received by an 
appreciative audience.

Back in the 
Black

The steady slide of Newcastle 
United down the first division 
and the Magpies’ scarlet bank 
balance provide cold comfort for 
manager Jack Charlton.

But now two separate offers of 
help by a rock star and members of 
the University Centre for Physical 
Recreation and Sport (C.P.E.S.) 
could set the club back on the road to 
success.

Geordie rocker, Brian Johnson, 
lead singer with AC/DC is offering 
to buy his way onto the Newcastle 
Board of Directors for the pricely 
sum of £100,000; a move that would 
happily see the club’s balance sheets 
“Back in Black” .

Meanwhile researchers from the 
C.P.E.S. have offered to put the 
players on a specially monitored 
training programme which 
according to Alan Brown, lecturer in 
the C.P.E.S. “won’t make them 
faster, but can make them even 
fitter.”

The offers of help follows an 
experimental training programme in 
which Dr. Jim Reed monitored the 
relative fitness of 30 firemen before 
and after the 11 week course. At the 
end of it, the results showed a 
dramatic 16 percent improvement in 
fitness.

If there is any justice the British will 
take the Academy Awards by storm 
this year. David Puttnam of 
Chariots of Fire and Local Hero 
fame has produced an original with 
his new film The Killing Fields.

For over two hours the cinema 
fell silent as a packed auditorium 
shared an experience never to be 
forgotten. We all gasped as bloody, 
and often horrific, images blinked 
across the screen; we all choked 
back tears as we left the cinema.

No, don’t worry, I am not about 
to launch into a frenzy of self- 
indulgent verbosity. I can give you 
the facts in five words: this film is 
SHIT HOT.

The Killing Fields originates from 
a true story. It could not be better. 
Based on Pulitzer Prize-winning 
correspondent Sydney Schanberg’s 
1980 article for The New York 
Times Magazine, “The Death and 
Life of Dith Pran”, The KJIIing 
Fields is an intensely personal story 
of friendship and survival amidst the 
torment of war.

Sydney Schanberg, played 
brilliantly by Sam Waterson, went 
to Cambodia in 1972 as a newspaper 
correspondent, to cover the growing

war between the country’s 
revolutionary Khmer Rouge and the 
Lon Nol government.

His assistant was Cambodian 
bom Dith Pran who was to save 
Schanberg’s life in 1975. When the 
victorious Khmer Rouge troops 
entered the capital city of Phnom 
Penh all foreign correspondents 
were ordered out of the country. 
Dith Pran was forced into the 
countryside where over three 
million Cambodians were either 
massacred by the Khmer Rouge or 
died of starvation and disease.

This is a film of epic proportions 
and the production and direction of 
David Puttnam and Roland Joff6 
respectively, take account of this.

The music by Mike Oldfield and 
the Photography by Chris Menges is 
so good that at times the dialogue 
could have been superfluous.

The actors are superb, Haing 
Ngor as Dith Pran and John 
Malkovich as Al Rockoff are 
outstanding.

I cannot fault this film. Neither 
will you. Go and see The Killing 
Fields.

Money talks and bullshit walks; it’s 
a hard life for Spinal Taps’ tour 
manager Ian Faith.

Their controversial new album, 
“Smell the glove” , has hit a snag as 
it’s cover picture of a naked woman, 
leashed and being made to smell a 
leather glove, is deemed sexist.

Even if the cover has to go, the 
live act is unstoppable as the groups 
lyrical subtleties burgeon forth with 
sexual innuendo. As cucumbers 
pulsate down trouser legs, America 
goes wild. A few of them anyway.

The plot is characteristic of a dying act 
on the road. Ian Faith and his cricket bat 
fall out of favour with the band and lead 
singer David St. Hubbins invites his devil 
woman to  take charge of the 
administration. Tufnel’s musical 
expression is being smothered by 
feminine sensibility and he and his 
cucumber want out.

The beleaguered crew thus lose their 
chief groupie puller, the only one capable 
of playing three instruments 
simultaneously. The band arc 
approaching their Armaggcddon.

The band's tragic past is alluded to, 
with fond recollections of a drummer who 
died in a bizarre gardening accident. 
Bassist Derek Smalls compares St. 
Hubbins (named after the patron Saint of 
leather footwear) and Tufncl with Byron 
and Shelley. To him they are the fire and 
ice o f the group, with his part as the tepid 
water somewhere in between. Unlike the 
music, then, the script easily escapes the 
sledgehammer delivery and those 
backstage interviews arc cringingly

realistic. Drummer Mick Shrimpton's 
engaging philosphy is that even if the 
rock'n roll never quite comes to  fruition 
the sex and drugs just keep on flowing.

Time Out called it the “funniest, most 
incisive satire on rock'n roll ever made" 
and your man from the Courier will 
certainly go along with that. Not that 
Rock’n roll satires are exactly a huge 
genre, but never mind. Even if America 
hasn't responded. Spinal Tap, on whom 
the “sun never sweats" arc ready once 
more for Europe. A rock musical based 
on Jack the Ripper promises even more 
than their lengendary ballad “big 
bottom” . . .  as that man Hubbins 
himself said, “ It's such a fine line 
between being stupid and clever” .

But Louise really does 
love Remi, though not in the same 
way that he loves her. The rhythm 
of their lives is different: Louise

Tcheky Karyo’s nose 
makes a few interesting moves but 
none so interesting as Octave’s, 
Fabrice Luchini, hands, which 
wander carelessly over Louise’s 
body.

Occasion

Northern Sinfonia with Dame 
Janet Baker, City Hall, 28th 

January 
What a pleasant sight it was to see 
the City Hall so full; especially for a 
Northern Sinfonia concert, which I 
think is a pity as they deserve a full 
house and showed last night how 
they can rise to such an occasion.

After a brisk and lively account of 
Mozart’s Overture to “The Mar­
riage of Figaro” there was hushed 
expectancy before Dame Janet 
graced the platform. Her account of 
“Les Nuits D’ete” (Summer Nights) 
by Berlioz was varied in dynamics 
and timbre. Her “dolce” pianissi- 
mos were complimented by well 
-controlled forte passages and always 
her intensity of expression matched 
perfectly the anguish, melancholy 
and generally sombre tone of the 
songs.

Her presence was compelling as 
she produced an unending flow of 
beautifully shaped phases. Berlioz’s 
colourful orchestration was sensi­
tively executed by the orchestra.

Beethoven’s Pastoral Symphony 
(No. 6) closed the concert. Dame 
Janet must have made an impression 
on the orchestra as they played with 
great intensity of feeling -  one could 
feel Beethoven’s love of nature. The 
“storm" was a little stodgy but the 
lively scherzo and the powerful 
climax of the finale made up for this.

Beautiful woodwind playing from 
Riger Winfeild (oboe), David Has- 
lam (flute) and Stephen Reay (bas­
soon). Tickets for Sinfonia Concerts 
are now available from the Music 
Department or from me.

Flashes of 
brilliance

Guys & Dolls 
Newcastle University Amer­
ican Musical Theatre Co. at 
the Playhouse, 26th January.

Here is a show which relies on 
breathless action punctuated by mo­
ments of tender reflection. AMTC 
seemed to get the emphasis wrong 
and gave us a show which moved in 
fits and starts with the occasional 
flash of brilliahce.

Two such flashes in the second 
Act were the crap game and the 
excellent Sit down you 're rocking the 
boat; the assurance of the boys’ 
chorus in these numbers highlighting 
the fact that at other times the cast 
looked uneasy and exposed on the 
open Playhouse stage.

Highlight of the cumbersome first 
Act was Adelaide’s lament. Fiona 
Langton is one of those sick-making 
people who appear to be able to 
breathe through their ears; through­
out the show she showed impeccable 
vocal technique coupled with a nice 
sense of the comic. The show perked 
up whenever she was on stage.

Phil Poxon was both funny and 
convincingly fat as Nicely Nicely 
Johnson and Pete Kelly played 
Nathan Detroit as the sort of lovable 
rogue you wouldn’t buy a second­
hand novice hurdler from. Between 
them they made one or two others 
look green. Joe Cosgrove, a Fonz- 
like Sky Masterson, was so cool that 
he lost a lot of presence. His violent 
moments, when he shouted at Sarah 
or landed a punch on Big Jule (a 
skilfully rock-like cameo from Giles 
Rowland), consequently seemed 
amusing and out of character.

The contribution from the pit, 
solid enough when it got going, 
nevertheless confirmed an old pre­
judice of mine that Jon Thorpe is not 
an easy conductor to follow.

Although the club scenes lacked 
impact and made the stage look very 
big Dave Wilmore’s direction and 
Amanda Hartley’s choreography 
were inventive and put everyone to 
work.

And while the enthusiastic audi­
ences no doubt remembered the big 
numbers I was left with two impress­
ions: first the bluesy Marry the man 
today in which Sonya Bell as Sarah 
finally lost her woodenness and 
showed her true colours and second 
the anomolous More I cannot wish 
you, delivered straight and unsen­
timental by Dave Metcalfe, which I 
shall not forget for a long time.

Educating Rita 
Theatre Royal

For anyone who had seen the film 
version or any other good perform­
ance of Educating Rita, last week’s 
production at the Theatre Royal was 
a disappointment.

Maggie Pike’s Rita almost inevit­
ably stood in the shadow of Julie 
Walters’ and Bill Simpson failed to 
reach the depths of Frank’s view of 
the world until the later stages of the 
play.

Nevertheless, Willy Russell’s bril­
liant play about a bright, young 
hairdresser’s quest to find herself by 
studying English Literature as an 
Open University course is strong 
enough to strike any audience.

It combines penetrating social 
comment about a class that has lost 
the meaning in life, and the dangers 
of intellectual pretensions with 
lashings of quick scouse humour.

In parts, this production managed 
to convey the intricate mix of shal­
low and deep, but on the whole it 
tended to sentimentalise and go for 
the cheap laughs rather than find the 
real voice of the playright.

Another rare opportunity this week, 
not from the Far East, this time, but 
from the Iberian Peninsula. The 
music of Domenico Scarlatti played 
on a rare fortepiano circa 1760.

Harold Lester talked us through 
the history and workings of this 
instrument which is one of only 
about five left in the world as he 
brilliantly played a series of Scarlatti 
sonatas. Tlie rhythms and sounds of 
spanish folk and guitar music were 
excellently displayed on this very 
delicate sounding instrument, a 
combination in sound of a soft piano 
and harp with just a hint of harp­
sichord.

The middle section of the prog­
ramme was a three-part Ricercare 
by Bach, which Mr. Lester played 
admirably well after explaining how 
Bach had first improvised in on the 
forte piano before writing it down. 
He then ended with more Scarlatti.

A marvellous performance 
throughout, and a rare chance to 
hear this music performed on the 
instrument for which it was in­
tended.

Tuesday January 29th
The annual concert by first year 
music students proved another suc­
cess. The students too numerous to 
mention all by name are all to be 
congratulated on an excellent con­
cert.

The De Fesch sonata was lively 
and brisk despite a very nervous 
recorder player. The Beethoven 
clarinet duo was an odd choice of 
music, but again they showed good 
contrast between the middle and 
outer sections of the work.

The Duet for Clarinet and Flute 
by Hervig, the only modern piece, 
was beautifully together though the 
ending was rather abrupt. Vivaldi’s 
Laudamus too was beautifully sung 
with the two sopranos blending 
together very well as did the two 
flutes in the Duet by Kuhlau, mar­
vellously together as the two parts 
wove around each other. And the 
Concerto for two violins by Boch 
was again a lovely sound of phrases 
rolling into and out of each, first one 
more important than the other but 
marvelously blended together.

Congratulations to all the students 
on a good performance and standard

Inspecting underground gas pipe­
lines for faults may not sound like the 
u ltim ate  high-tech challenge. But, in 
fact, the task proved to be beyond the 
state-of-the-art' technologies previously 
available -  even in military and aero­
space applications.

PROBLEM:

Design a vehicle which can travel 
inside the pipe, carry ing equ ipm ent 
capable of identifying any significant 
cjefect, and pinpointing its position to 
within a metre in a run of up to a hundred 
kilometres or more.

SOLUTION: 
THE INTELLIGENT PIG

The Intelligent Pig, developed by 
the  gas people, is a vehicle carry ing  
highly advanced sensing, data  process­
ing and recording equipm ent. Driven 
through the pipe by the gas pressure 
w ithin it, the Pig can be used w ithout 
taking the pipe out of service.

W hat is more, it can not only p in­
point any defect on the inside or outside 
of a steel pipe, but even describe its nature.

HOW?

Using strong  m agnetic  fields or 
elastic waves propagated at ultrasonic 
frequencies, different types of sensors 
can  detec t corrosion, cracks, im pact 
dam age or distortion of the pipe. But 
the real challenge lay in processing the 
hundreds of millions of signals produced 
by the sensors in an average run.

Many of the pipes to be inspected 
are less than 305mm in diameter. To fit 
sufficiently powerful data processing 
equipment into the tiny space available, 
hybrid  m icrocircu its inco rpo ra ting  
custom-designed silicon chips had to be 
developed. And since the space restric­
tions also limit battery size and therefore 
power, many of these highly advanced 
electronic components have to operate 
a t the very limits of their specifications. 
W hat's m ore, the env ironm ent inside 
the p ipe isn 't exactly  friendly. All the 
highly sophisticated equipm ent carried 
by the Pig has had to be designed to 
tolerate or be protected from extreme 
vibration, mechanical shock, dirt, and 
gas pressure of up to 70 atmospheres.

A'TOMORROW'S WORLD' TAPE 
RECORDER

The sheer volume of data to be stored 
inspired the developm ent of w hat is 
p robab ly  the m ost advanced u ltra ­
m iniaturised tape recorder currently in

existence. Making extensive use of sub­
miniature hybrid microelectronics, new 
types of record ing  heads and  u ltra ­
precision mechanical engineering, this 
little marvel can store up to 500 million 
readings on a single reel of standard  
one-inch tape, with an accuracy of better 
than one-thousandth of one percent!

FROM REEL TO REELS

Once the Pig has finished its run, the 
next job is to prepare the data for analy­
sis bv powerful, advanced com puters 
such as the VAX 11/780. There's so much 
information in the Pig's tiny recorder 
that many reels of com puter tape are 
needed to receive it,and  many hours of 
com puter time to analyse it.
